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 Powell retired in 2001 and has devoted his time to area charities. He belongs to two Sertoma Clubs, The heart of the Ozarks Sertoma, and Springfield Sertoma. Powell is past president of the Heart of the Ozarks Club and is the current bingo chairman as well as board member. He donates his time every Thursday afternoon and evening to an activity to raise funds for children’s charities.  Their bingo activities raised over $158,000 dollars last year for area Children’s charities, primarily the Boys and Girls Clubs of Springfield. He is Head of the Chili judging for the annual Sertoma Chili Cook-Off, a job he has held for the past 20 years. He is on the Board of the Boys and Girls Clubs and serves on 4 different committees on their behalf. If we need a job done or help with a project, Powell is the first to volunteer, he is our go-to-man. He prepares all treasurer reports for the general membership and board meetings. Powell says moving to Springfield and meeting his wife Cynthia were two best things that he has ever done. He met nurse Cynthia 27 years ago in cardiac rehab after by-pass surgery at Hammons Heart Institute while she was taking his blood pressure. Cynthia was a cardiac nurse at Mercy for 38 ½ years before retiring. Powell says that he is glad he now has time to give back to a wonderful caring and giving community like Springfield. As one can see, Powell is very busy and involved in many activities in our community and is well deserving of this award and we are sure glad that he moved into our area.
